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CHAPTER - 11

BROAD ACTIVITIES OF ALL INDIA RADIO

2.1.1. Main Functions :

The main function of AIR is to plan, produce and broadcast programmes to listeners all over the country.
These broadcast include a good deal of entertainment, informative and educative programmes intended
to aid development, along with news and current aftairs. The programmes put out by AIR stations can be
divided as follows:

i} News and programmes of nation-wide interest broadeast from Delhi

i) Regional services from individual stations each catering to the needs and interests of their respective
dreas.

ni) local Radio Service.

iv)  Programmes for Lsteners in foreign countries.

v} Commercial Broadcasting Service.

2.1.2. The principal ingredients of AIR’s programme output are music, talks, interviews and
discussions, newscasts, plays, features and documentaries, Educational Broadcasts, services for specific
groups (rural listeners, industrial workers, women, children, youth, the Armed Forces, Tribal people
ete.) and outside broadcasts. Akashvani operates through a network of 91 broadcasting stations located
in different parts of the country. Dependable medium wave service reaches about 909 of the country’s
population.

2.1.3. Music:

Music programmes form 39,22¢7 of the total programmes from AIR Stations. Apart from reflecting the
music prevalent in their own region, AIR Stations borrow Artists from other Areas and also have a
system of exchanging recordings, so that music of other areas is also presented in each area in the interest
of national integration and mutual understanding.

2.1.4. Devotional music forms an important part of the music programmes. A weekly National
Programme of Music broadcast from Delhi and relayed from other centres of AIR every Saturday,
features eminent musicians both of the Hindustani and the Karnatak Schools. Once every year, AIR
organises a week long festival of music (Radio Sangeet Sammelan) which provides listeners with the
opportunity to enjoy the renderings of noted vocalists and instrumentalists in the country. AIR’s
Nationa) Orchestra (Vadya Vrinda) established in 1952 has been functioning under the guidance of
eminent composers and conductors. AIR's musical output also includes Western Music, which is
broadcast from several centres.

2.1.5. Drama :

Radio Drama is an important ingredient of AIR's programme output and figures both in its general
programmes as well as in the programmes for specific groups. The National programme of Plays started
in 1956, has given an impetus to Radio Drama throughout the country by enabling listeners in one area to
acquaint themselves with the best dramatic traditions of other areas through a carefully arranged process
of translation.
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2.1.6. Auditioning Bodies for Music and Drama Artists :

The Music Audition Board is the final auditioning body for approving and grading Classical and Light
Classical Music Artists and for upgrading of Light Music Artists both for Hindustani and Karnatak
Music. Its Headguarters is at the Directorate General, All India Radio, New Delhi and functions in two
paneis — a Northern Panel for Hindustani Music Artists and a Southern Panel for Karnatak Music
Acrtists.

2.1.7. The local Audition Committees functioning at AIR Stations are final auditioning bodies in
respect of those Light Music Artists who are recommended by L.A.C. or themselves appear for a higher
grade are placed before the Music Audition Board for final audition. These committees are also
preliminary screening bodies for Classical/ Light Classical Music Artists. The recordings of the Classical
and Light Classical Music Artists who are found suitable by the L.A.C. for final audition by the Music
Audition Board are placed before the Music Audition Board for final audition.

2.1.8. For the audition of Western Music Artists, the zonal Audition Committees for Western Music
Artists, function at the zonal stations of Delhi, Calcutta, Madras and Bombay. An Audition Committee
for Western Music Artists has also been constituted at Panaji.

2.1.9. Folk Music Artists are auditioned by the Departmental Committee for Auditioning of Folk
Music Artists at the stations. There are also Departmental Committees for auditioning tribal music
artists/ parties at the stations.

2.1.10. All these auditioning bodies assess the performance quality of music artists and approve and
grade them for broadcast purposes, in accordance with the rules relating to each category of music artists,
from time to time,

2,1.11. Drama Artists are auditioned and graded by Departmental Auditioning Committees set up at
each station,

2.1.12. Spoken Word :

Talks, discussions, interviews are regularly arranged to provide a forum for all shades of opinion on
outstanding national and inter-national issues. While some of the Programmes are arranged for being
relayed by a number of stations, a much larger number of stations, a much larger number are presented
by individual stations in their respective languages. AIR introduced in 1977 the broadcasts by political
parties before election to State Assemblies. Such broadcasts before every election to Assemblies and
Parliament have now become a regular feature.

2.1.13. Newscasts :

News Bulletins, newsreels and commentaries and discussions on subject of topical interest are the
responsibility of the News Services Division. Its daily output consists of more than 250 news bulletins for
home and external services in different Indian and Foreign languages. The Director of News Services is
the Head of the Division. It is a centralised service and is one of the largest radio news organisations in the
world. The bulletins both for the Home and External Services, are compiled first in the news room in
English and translated afterwards into different languages except in the case of Hindi where a substantial
number of bulletins is prepared in Hindi. The bulletins vary from region to region according to news
interest,
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2.1.14. Besides, Regional news bulietins are broadcast from AIR Stations both in the main languages
and in a few tribal dialects. The News Services Division maintains a team of correspondents throughout
the country and a few in important places abroad. Reviews of the proceedings of Parliament as well as the
Legislative bodies in individual States are also the responsibility of the News Services Division. in
addition to “Newsletter from States™ and “District Newsletters” from stations.

2.1.15. Programmes for Women & Children :

Special programmes for Women are broadcast from ali stations of AIR. These programmes are focussed
to housewives and working women. Though, mostly programmes impart information and instructions of
educative nature, these also provide entertainment. Programmes on heaith, family welfare, household
chores, nutrition and problem of working women are broadcast. The programmes are done in Hindiand
regional languages and local dialects also whatever it becomes necessary for better listening. Listeners®
Ctlub of women and their activities also feature in the women’s programme.

2.1.16. Children’s programmes of AIR are one of the most interesting programmes, Children very
keenly listen to these. The live participation of dozens of children make it more interesting and popular.
Primarily, meant to be a source of education and entertainment, it helps them to develop varied interests
in general knowledge. The Children Programme is broadcast for Tiny Tots, and children upto the age of
14 to 16 years of age. These broadcasts are an investment in the sense that it prepares young listeners and
participants as the feeder line for Youth Programmes of AIR. Care is taken to plan and present all
programmes at the level of Children’s comprehension. Children form their listening clubs for coilective
listening throughout the length and breadth of the country. In fact, encouragement and publicity given by
AIR has made the formation of listening clubs a popular adventure for the young.

2.1.17. Rural & Farm Programmes :

Programmes for rural listeners are broadcast from almost all AIR Stations in different languages and in
local dialects to provide educational and informational support to agricuiture and rural development
programmes. In recent years, the structure and the scope of rural broadcasting has undergone
considerable change. In the year 1966, in consultation with the Ministry of Agriculture, AIR Set-up
Farm and Home Units at selected AIR Stations to provide relevant timely and problem-oriented
technicat information to the farmers of a small honogenious area with similarity of agro-climatic
conditions which marked the beginning of a new era of farm broadcasting in the country.

2.1.18. More Units were set-up in subsequent years and at present, there are 71 Farm and Home Units in
the country providing a specialised farm and rural development broadcasting service. There is a proposal
to establish Farm and Home Units at all AIR Stations.

2.1.19. Sports Programmes :

Direct running commentaries are broadcast by.AIR alternately in English and Hindi on the events of
naticnal and international kmportance at Home and from abroad, keeping in view the popularity of the
game, listener's interest, status of tournament, technical feasibility and other programme commitments.
As a matier of practice, live coverage of national and international events is done on the national hook
up. State level events are covered on local or regional basis hook up, keeping in view the factors
mentioned above. Regional stations also broadcast commentary in the language of their area keeping in
view the listeners interest and demand.

2.1.20. Sports programmes, going into the depth and perspective of the subject, are also put out in Hindi
and Enghsh on the national hookup. Many AIR Stations also put out their own sports programmes such
as sports Magazines. resumes, newsreels, voice-casts, etc. Due importance is given to the coverages of
indigenous games such as Kho-Kho, Kabadi, Atia-Patia. Malkhamb, etc.
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2.1.21. News about sports are included in regular central and regional news bulletins. News Services
Division also puts out a weekly Sports Newsreel.

2.1.22. Thereis a Sports Programme Advisory Committee to advise Director General regarding sports
coverage.

2.1.23, Panels of commentators are selected by screening committees whose members include former
players of repute and knowledgeable sports personalities.

2.1.24. There is a sports cell in the Directorate General of All India Radio. There are sports cells at
various stations also. :

2.1.25. Features ;

Radio Features or Radio Documentaries are the most complete form of sound broadcasting, asthey can
employ the entire range of audio effects in a single programme — such as straight narration, interviews,
poetry, drama, music and sound effects. The portray characters and events and institutions and can
project any subject/theme of regional, national or international importance. They have been used
extensively to focus attention on socio-economic development.

2.1.26.The National Programme of Features (Hindi and English) was introduced in AIR in 1956 and 1s
broadcast every month on the national network. ' '

2.1.27. Community Singing:

With a view to promote National Integration, it was decided that the format of Community Singing
should be used very widely. Ministry of I& B, Ministry of Human Resources{Education-then) along with
National Council of Education Research and Training and Education Ministry/Departments of
different States have joined hands to popularise Community Singing movement and thus promote
National Integration.

21.1.28. A Community Singing Cell has been set up in the Directorate General and the work entrusted to
the cell is as follows:-

Creating awareness among the masses; youth/ children regarding community singing movement.
Getting the coverage done of all the Community singing movement activities all over India or
Radio and sending reports to the Ministry.

Selection of Lyrics for Community Singing Movement Songs.

Getting the songs recorded for Commurity Singing movement with the help of regional
composers/station other composers.,

Selections of songs (with the help of the outside Musicians/ Composers) after recording, for All
India Broadcasts.

Recording of music lessons for the songs thus selected.

Getting the Notions prepared of the songs and supplying them to Stations/Education
Departments/ NCERT Ministry of Human Resources for getting them printed.

Scheduling of Community Singing M ovement songs for broadcast from different stations of AIR
and Vividh Bharati Services.

Circulation of Community Singing movement songs/lessons to all the stations of All India
Radio.
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x]  Supply of Community Singing movement songs Lo TV.
xi} To obtain suggestions from Public/ Musicians/ Press/ AIR Stations for inclusion of songs in
different languages and from different regions in the Community singing movement.

xii) Doing correspondence and other related administrative work in respect of all the above items of
work

2.1.29. Other Programmes :

AIR Stations also broadcast various programmes, viz. plays, features, documentaries, programmes for
Industrial Workers, for the Armed Forces, for tribal areas, educational and Youth programmes. The
scope of AIR's outside broadeasts ranges over the ent ire field of national life-literary symposia, scientific
seminars, national festivals and international conferences, village fairs, festivals and sports.

1.1.30. Vividh Bharati:

Vividh Bharati, a self-contained service of popular entertainment, consists of light, folk and film musie,
humorous skits, playlets, features and talks and is broadcast over two powerful shortwave transmitters
and 29 medium wave transmitters located in a number of cities. The services is broadcast for a duration of
12 hours and 45 minutes on weekdays and 13 hours and 15 minutes on Sundays and Holidays.

2.1.31. There are three Vividh Bharati Centres at Kanpur, Chandigarh and Vadodara respectively.
These centres radiate primarily the Vividh Bharati Programmes. In addition, separate channels are also

available at 26 Radio Siations,

2.1.32. Each centre is equipped with a low-power medium wave transmitter which broadcasis Vividh
Bharati programmes using pre-recorded tapes distributed by the Vividh Bharati Service, Bombay.

1.1.33. Commercial Broadcasting Service :

AIR started commercial broadcasting in a very limited way on the Ist of November, 1967 when the
Bombay Centre of Commercial Service was inaugurated. Under this project, advertisements were
broadcast simultaneously from the low-power medium-wave Vividh Bharati Transmitters at Bombay,
Pune and Nagpur for about 109 of the total Vividh Bharati Transmission period i.e. 75 minutes per day.
Since then, the service has been extended to the following stations with effect from the dates indicated
against each:-

2.1.34. For the purpose of sclling time CBS stations were delinked in 1981 into I3 main and 14 linked
stations.

In addition to CSU, the 15 main CBS stations can book in respect of sports and sponsored programmes
to any extent in close cooperation with the Central Sales Unit,

2.1.35 The work relating to Commercial Broadcasting is performed in two wings i.e., Sales and
Production. A separate independent office has been created from 1. 10,1968 known as the Central Sales
Unit for looking after Sales Work. The Director of Sales with headquarters at Bombay is the Head of this

Unit
2.1.36 Primary Channel — Phase I:

Commercials on Primary Channel Phase 1 (National Hook Up) were introduced from 1.4.1982 with
advertisements for one minute each before the National News Bulletin in Hindi in the morning and
evening and after the English News Bulletin in the morning and evening. Responsibility for the sale of
time and billing rests with CBS Delhi under the overall accounting supervision of Central Sales Unit,

Bombay.

2.1.37 Phase 11:

Commercials on 55 Primary Channels were introduced w.e.f. 26th January, 983, Advertisernents are
broadcast in the Rural Programmes, Women Programmes, Film Music, Popular Programmes and
before the Central and Regional News Bulletin in the regional languages.

2.1.38. The duration of advertisernents is restricted to 5% of the transmission hours and 10% of the
duration of the particular programme. Advertisers are allowed to sponsor Programmes but Sponsored
Programmes are not accepted. In allotment of airtime, advertisements of greater relevance to the target
audience are given preference,

2.1.39, CBS main station is responsible for booking of ads/sponsorship in respect of all the Primary
Channel Stations in the State in the Capital of which the main CBS Station is situated. The nearest CBS
Station looks after the work in respect of those primary channel stations which do not have the main CBS
Centre in its own state i.e. CBS Calcutta for Gauhati, CBS Madras for Pondicherry, CBS Delhi for

Rohtak and CBS Chandigarh for Simla.

2.1.40. The primary channel stations have been divided into six groups for the purpose of rates. The
rates have been fixed on the basis of power of the transmitter, the population reached and other related

factors.

2.1.41. Akashvani and Doordarshan Commercial Revenue Non-Lapsable Fund :

In order to enable Akashvani and Doordarshan to improve the programmes broadcast from the two
Organisations and, to provide adequate financial resources to these two organisations, Government have
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decided to constitute a Non-Lapsable Fund Called “The Akashvani and Doordarshan (Commercial
Service Revenue) Non-Lapsable Fund (NLF)". This fund 15 formed out of the revenue derived by
Government through the Commercial Services of Akashvani and Doordarshan from the Ist day of April,
1975, reduced by the commission paid to advertising agencies and discount paid to advertisers.

2.1.42. The software Plan Schemes financed by NLF aim at providing important broadcast services (o
various segments of our society. Particular emphasis is laid on assisting the vast rural hsteners with upto-
date information on modern techniques of agriculiure, village and small-scale industries, health, hygiene
and family welfare through Farm and Home broadcasts. Maximum support is provided 1o universalise
primary education and promote non-functional education through educational broadcast programmes
Efforts is made to build scientific temper in the country by trying to eradicate superstitions and exploding
myths and by projecting scientific progress as a means to build better standards of life. Another aim to
these schemes is to disseminate news in regional languages for information of the people about the
multifacate economics and social development in urban as well as remote rural areas, helping a large
number of listeners to have better awareness of the methods and means to improve their lot.

2.1.43. Apan fronvbringing sports, vouth programmes and children’s overall development in focus, the
abjective of these schemes 5 to enrich cultural aspect of life of the people by streamlining and improving
orchestral and hght musie, encouraging group singing by arranging public performances of choral
groups and making n possible for stations 1o book voung talented music artists from other zones,

2.1.44. Producer (Emeritus) AIR :

AlR has introduced since 1974 a scheme relating io appoimtment of Producer (Emeritus) in All India
Radio, They are free to produce programmes of their choice, on Radio and/or Doordarshan.

2.1.45. Payment to MNews Agencies :

All India Radio pavs a monthly subscription to News Agencies viz, Press Trust of India, United News of
India, elc

2.1.46. INSAT-Based Radio Networking of AIR Stations :

INSAT-1B became operational in October, 1983, AIR utilises it for networking. The various stations in
AlR receive these programmes/ news bulletins through special recerve terminals developed by AR and
space Application Centre, Ahmedabad and erected at the station.

2.1.47. Radio Journals :

AlR publishes 4 Programme Journals. All these journals are fortnightly. Akashvam {Enghshj,
Akashvani (Hindi) and Awar (Urdu) are published from Delhi. These are under the charge of Chief
Editor who has been declared as the Head of Office. VanohiTamil) is published by Station Director,
Madras who is the Ex-Officio Editor.

Ve s Paublication of Radio Journals has been closed woef. 1487 vide DG AR Memo Mo, 26/ 22/ B6-PS date 2.4.87.

2.1.48. Advisory Committees :

AlR has several advisory committees (o advise on its programes. A programme advisory commillee 1=
attached to each station of AIR which originates at keast 544 hours programme every day. The committee
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has the Station Director of the Station as its Chairman and non-official members not exceeding 15
including representatives of cultural, linguistic and social interests and humour writers from the listening
zone of the Station. The ex-officio members of the programme advisory committee include DG, AIR or
his representative, the Engineering Head of the Station to which the committee is attached, the Director
of Information/ Publicity of the State of the Union Territory concerned, The tenure of the non-official
members is 2 years and will be nominated by the Ministry of I&B. The Secretary of the commitiec i5 the
Asstt. Station Director of the Station. The other committees at AIR stations are rural programme
advisory commitice, Consultative Panel for educational broadeast, Consultative Committes of
Limiversity-cum-Science and technology broadcasts and Consultative Panel for indusirial workers
programme. They are constituted at the capital stations. They comprise official and non-official
members. Programme Advisory Committee on family welfare programmes are constituted at stations
where family welfare units have been set uwp. There 15 also an Advisory Board of Commercial
Broadcasting service attached to the Central Sales Umnit, AIR, Bombay. There are two Commiliess
attached 1o DG, AIR. namely — Sports Programme Advisory Committee and technical advisory
committee for AIR & Doordarshan

2.1.49. Akashvani Annual Awards :

I'he Akashvani Annual Awards for the best radio productions from AIR Stations in the field of drama,
feature and music were instituted by AIR in 1974, Akashvani Annual Awards are presented for
excellence in Radio programmes production and technical excellence, The award for production include
radio plays, documentaries, music, innovative, youlh programmes, family welfare and children's choral
singing. The awards for technical excellence include innovations, research, publication of papers and best
constructed buildings.

1.1.50. Language Policy of AIR :

AIR Stations broadcast programmes in the principal language of the Region/ State in which the station is
located as per Annexure | Provision for broadeast in dialects and other languages is made if there is a
communication imperative. No programme in such dialects and languages can be introduced or variation
made in the existing pattern without the prior approval of the Directorate General. This applies to relay
of news and programmes in languages other than the languages of the Region/ State.

1.1.51. Policy Regarding Programme Arrangement During Death of High Dignitaries :
Instructions regarding the procedure to be followed by AIR Stations on the death of dignitaries are
detailed in Directorate’s confidential Memo. number 5(62)/ 77-P1 dated 29.2.80. DTPES has supplied to

stations standby material for broadcast during days of State Mourning,
