Contingent Charges

6.1.1. Unlike Radio Stations, money for payment of contingent charges is obtained on bills presented to
Pay & Accounts Officer.

6.1.2. Register in form T.R.29 (GAR-2) is maintained as laid down in the Central Govt. Accounts
(Receipts & Payments) Rules 1983.

6.1.3. Payment to Copyright Owners of Songs etc. :
Government have entered into agreement with the following copyright owners of music who are paid

direct by the Director General at the rates laid down in the agreements for the copyright materials used
by all the stations and offices of All India Radio.

Western Music (Live or Recorded) The Performing Rights Society Limited.

Gramophone records (Western or Indian) a) The Phonographic (Eastern) Limited.
b) National Gramophone Record Manufacturing
Company.
Indian Film Songs a) Individual Film Producers.

Chamber of Commerce.

¢) Members of the Eastern India Motion
Pictures Association.

For more details about the agreements entered into by the Government with different copyright owners
respect of music, plays, features, short stories, etc., a reference is invited to Section ‘B’ of Chapter II in
Part II of the Copyright Manual.

To enable the Director General, to make the yearly payment to the Performing Right Society Ltd. a
statement in Form AIR-P-26 is furnished to the Director General every quarter by all the stations
broadcasting Western Music on the 15th of January, April, July and October in respect of the quarters
ending December, March, June and September respectively. A consolidated statement for the whole year
is also furnished along with the statement for the last quarter.

Similarly in other cases also a statement in Form AIR-P-27 is furnished to the Director General; by all the
stations and offices of AIR on the 15th of the month following the quarter ending. Payment is made by
the Director General every quarter.

The statements received from different stations and offices of All India Radio are consolidated and
checked in the Directorate before payment is made.

6.1.4. Purchase of Journals, Periodicals, etc. :

The following procedure should be followed for subscribing to foreign journals and periodicals (other
than technical) for use in the Directorate:

i) Whenever any officer desires to subscribe to a journal, a note should be sent to the Librarian
through Director of Programmes. The Librarian will be responsible for making arrangements for
subscribing to the journals after obtaining the sanction of the Director General and passing on the
bill as and when received to cash branch for making payment, after verifying that the journals have
been duly received. The Librarian will also be responsible for the prompt issue of reminders when
copies are not received.

ii) The Librarian will be responsible for similar work in respect of daily newspapers. Director
General’s sanction will be obtained for renewal in each case.

iii)  Action for the renewal of subscription will be taken by Librarian well in advance of the date of
termination of the current subscription.

iv)  Arrangements for payment of bills will be made by Cash Branch as soon as the bills are received in
that Branch, duly verified by the Librarian.

6.1.5. A tape library has been established at the Directorate General under the supervision of a
Transmission Executive. He will be assisted by a Librarian who will be the custodian of the tapes. The
procedure for the receipt, maintenance and issue of tapes at the Directorate Tapes Library is contained in
Annexure III.
